The Sferisterio of Macerata stands out as one of the most prominent architectural structures of the late European Neoclassical Style. Construction began on 2 October, 1820, according to the drawings provided by Salvatore Innocenzi. The Sferisterio was inaugurated on 5 September, 1829. The very special shape of the building – which includes a playing field, a series of rooms for various purposes, a supporting wall, boxes and balconies – was carefully designed to encompass the needs of the sports activities which were popular in the first half of the Nineteenth century. The building, which is in line with the best Neoclassical taste and betrays a Palladian influence, is not only magnificent per se, but it perfectly blends with the city landscape. The harmonious structure ensures perfect visibility and wonderful acoustics.
